Business End of Season - Anti-Stacking Provision

As we come to the end of July 2010 the end of the hockey season is in sight and hockey finals are a 
focus for many of the Hawthorn teams. The seniors have completed Round 12 and now face the 
business end of the season where Hockey Victoria Regulation 8.4 Anti-Stacking Provision kicks in 
and selectors must choose their teams with great caution. The regulation states that  'no more than 
two (2) players shall be selected in a lower ranked team who would not be able to complete the minimum 
required games as required for finals eligibility'. As the title of the regulation suggests, this regulation aims 
at preventing clubs from stacking teams, which can be a practice that some clubs engage in, in order to 
make the finals or prevent relegation. In the past this regulation has caught some clubs out. Heading into 
the home stretch of the season this edition of the Newsletter includes the Senior Round 12 ladders taken 
from Sporting Pulse.
